*This program was never tested in a real study.  
· This script runs a Sorting Paired Features (Bar-Anan, Nosek & Vianello, 2009) task to measure associations strengths between Flowers and Good, Flowers and Bad, Insects and Good and Insects and Bad.

· This script can be adapted to measure associations between different categories by substituting the labels provided in the "TrialListPractice" and "TrialListCritical" objects. These lists can also be used to set the number of trials to be provided for each association. 

· The position of labels can be counterbalanced adding levels in these lists and changing the values of the "CorrResp" (correct response) attribute accordingly (but notice that counterbalancing position of labels may not be necessary).

· The latency dependent variable will be coded as FinalRT. 

· The "Procedure[trial]" variable will log which pair of stimuli has been shown. 

· The FlowGoodSlide.ACC, FlowBadSlide.ACC, InsGoodSlide.ACC and InsBadSlide.ACC will log errors in respective trials.
